(A)  Nathan Sonn settled in Moenchsdeggingen around 1857/58. At first he helped his father-in-law Hirz Sternberger as assistant hazzan and later became hazzan himself.

(B)  Nathan Sonn's sister Bela (or Kela ?) Sonn (24 Sep 1835 Schweinshaupten - 8 Feb 1922, buried in Hoechberg) married on 19 Oct 1858 in Pappenheim Elias Eldod (28 Oct 1826 Roedelmaier - 1 Feb 1903 Kleinerdlingen). He was a teacher in Kleinerdlingen. His parents = Hirsch Eldod + Regine nee Rosenbluet.

(C)  Moses Sonn's wife Saerle had died in Schweinshaupten in 1849, he himself joined his son Nathan when moving to Moenchsdeggingen. Moses Sonn died on 29 Nov 1875 (buried at grave 129 Jewish cemetery Moenchsdeggingen).
